The GMMM story has its roots dating
to 1999. From that year, the ministry
experienced an exciting three year
run, that saw the creation of a minis-
try structure that was inclusive of a
fully staffed Advisory Council, an An-
nual Calendar of Events, a Recom-
mended Reading Library, and a vet-
ted Teaching Staff.

Still, as the bible states in John 10:10

Satan internally destroyed what Man
had built.

The ministry lay dormant until 2011,
when the leadership of Pastor “J”, our
Senior Pastor sent out a call for the
Men of Grace Temple to rise up, and
take our mantle. The ministry kick off
point culminated in a super bowl fel-
lowship in January of that year. The
fellowship was meant to coincide with
the change in the GTBC Bible Study
format .

In March of 2011 the church em-
barked upon a demographic focused,
topical bible study, format.
